In our last article we introduced 
the concept of virtualisation. We 
got a few emails asking us for 
more information, particularly  
regarding what the benefits are 
to the business.  
 
Virtualisation has many benefits 
for the businessô that use it. 
Letôs look at what some of them 
are and how you can take    
advantage of them. 
 
Benefit #1 ï  
Reduced Hardware Costs 
 
One of the first benefits you will 
see with Virtualisation is the fact 
that instead of purchasing a 
number of smaller servers, you 
will invest in a single server that 
has greater capacity.   
 
Because the Virtual instances 
are not all 100% busy all of the 
time, we can invest in a server 
that is actually less than the 
total requirements of each of 
the physical servers we are         
replacing.  
 
Initially that seems strange, but 
itôs based on the fact that each 
Virtual instance will share the 
CPU resources of the Physical 
Server. 

Benefit #3 ï  
Environmentally Friendly 
 
Yes ï this one is a nice to have, 
but can translate into real cost 
savings.  As mentioned above 
the when you have multiple 
physical servers, they are sitting 
there idle most of the time. 
However they are still drawing a 
certain amount of power. They 
still require air conditioning to 
keep them cool. When you   
virtualise multiple servers onto 
one physical server, you will 
attain power savings by virtue of 
not having the multiple physical 
systems running all the time, 
and less cooling is needed. 
 
Benefit #4 ï  
Reduced Maintenance Costs 
 
Again, because we have a       
single server, we only need to 
pay for extended warranties and 
the like for ONE physical server. 
This can help us get more bang 
for buck from our hardware over 
the life of the server. 
 
Ok ï thatôs enough for this     
issue. Next issue we will look at 
the downside of Virtualisation to 
get a balanced view of the full 
picture.

Benefit #2 ï  
Improved Disaster Recovery 
 
In a virtualised environment, on 
a HP Server or IBM Server, the 
normal scenario is that the   
operating system is configured 
specifically for the server    
hardware. When it is, if there is 
a disaster, we need to 
ñmassageò the operating system 
to handle different physical 
hardware. This can be        
problematic at times and       
therefore a little risky. 
 
The  Virtual Environment     
however masks the physical 
hardware with ñpretendò or   
Virtual hardware that is the 
same regardless of the physical 
hardware under the covers. 
This makes it VERY simple for 
us to restore a virtualised      
environment to alternate       
hardware (or even desktop with 
enough specôs, in an               
emergency) and therefore get 
the business up and running 
sooner.

Remember the old Overhead Projector 
from your classroom days?  The teacherôs 
hand scrawled transparencies mirrored up 
on the whiteboard, usually covered with an 
exercise book and revealed line-by-line as 
if to create suspense about the unseen 
remainder of the information.  If you were 
really lucky your instructor would have the 
resources to print the information out,  
saving you the trouble of deciphering their 
hieroglyphics. 
 
Hasn't data projection come along way 
since then!  With the ability to create digital 
images and PowerPoint presentations, 
along with the deeply ingrained use of 
computing technology nowadays, comes 
the need to be able to project digitally.  But 
how do you choose from the wide range of 
Digital Projectors on the market? 
 
The first and most important clarification to 
make is purpose.   A home theatre will 
have different needs to that of a              
boardroom.   A major differentiation is the 
aspect ratio.  Projectors designed for 
home theatre use have an aspect ratio of 
16:9, the widescreen format that suits 
DVDs and HDTV broadcasts.  Meanwhile, 
projectors for business applications have 
an aspect ration of 4:3 which is square 
and more closely resembles a computer 
monitor. 
 
The other big differentiator is the way the 
projectors connect to an image source.  
Home theatre projectors typically connect 
via video cables or HDMI (High-Definition 
Multimedia Interface).  Business projectors 
usually connect via D-Sub plugs.  Some 
models will have DVI and/or HDMI as well, 
although if a business projector is used in 
a home theatre scenario, the resulting  
image will often be stretched or            
compressed as it tries to adjust to the         
different format. 
 
Business Projectors come in a few           
different flavours.  Consider what your  
requirements are.  Do you need something 
portable, or will this be wired or networked 
in the boardroom?  Also consider the        
environment.  Are you projecting in a room 
that is quite well lit?  These considerations 
will impact the type of unit and the number 
of lumens you need (in other words, how 
brightly the machine projects).
